The CoverSafe Spark mat is highly adaptable and can be 
expanded to a variety of sizes depending on the need 
of the job. The closed-up mat is easy to transport and 
install, XSpan technology means it can even fit through 
small attic hatches and access points, then be expanded 
to suit the space being protected. The mat comes 
with its own bag to assist with the transportation and 
carrying of additional tools.
